5. Principal’s Report
a. Staffing – 305 students, +2 more grade 8s registered to start next week. Grade 8 classes large (31, 32). Amy engaging supervisor to discuss. Overcap option chosen over 7/8 combined. Registrations continue to add up, all classes could grow. Revisit in April/May to determine if another class is required.
b. RWM8 data – provincial testing Grade 6, 8s (2024 spring). Data reviewed. 38% of current grade 9s meeting math outcomes – lowest value noted. Literacy and math and well-being goals set for this year. Doing 3 cycles for Student Success planning this year. Our data collection and goals will align with Terms 1, 2, 3. Strategies in place to reach each goal. Evaluation after each term.
c. Nov 12- Jan 10 we are getting Mike MacLeod, Literacy Support Teacher; mainly assigned to grade 7, but available to grade 8s also. 
d. Sports – soccer season finished, successful. Most girls who played never played organized sports before, and they had great seasons despite not making to play-offs. Volleyball season started. Basketball tryouts starting early December, season to start mid-January. 
e. 60-70 lunches served daily (one day reached 94). We’re using Breakfast program funding from HRCE, as well as donations. We will continue adding donation item to School Cash Online. HRCE programs breakfast funds $18,000 – if we need more, we can request more with high likelihood of getting what we need.
f. School branded t-shirts, hoodies, jogging pants – vendor Fresh Prints. 2-3 week order delivery. Order forms to be sent home soon to have deliveries available before Christmas.
g. Grade 9 trip to Brigadoon – scheduled May 2025, including 2-overnight stays. Fundraising underway. Dec 7-9 craft fair, teaming up with Michael Wallace. Proceeds from table rental or snack sales to go to the trip. Flyers planned to be printed by the office, send with Krista to share with vendors at Woodlawn fair (60 vendors anticipated there). Merchandise Bingo in February expected.
h. December events – Dance, gym booked Dec 12th. Last year dances were cancelled due to financial reasons. This year, we’ll pre-sale through school cash online. Canteen available with staff support. Turkey dinner: Dec 10 or 11. Holiday Hampers, staff excited to support that event.
